SUBJECT: 14-1(V) Portion of Court Street located from the centerline of N, 6th Streetin a
westerly direction for a distance of ninety (90°) feet to the projected West lot line of 22 N. 6th
Street requested by Cosmopoilitan, Inc.

FINDINGS:

The portion of Court Street to be vacated is an improved 20’ right-of-way running from the western
right-of-way line of North 6th Street for a distance of approximately 80'. (Note: the requested 90'
referenced above is the calculation of the Bureau of Engineering to the centerline of North 6th

Street).

The request was made by Cosmopolitan, Inc., the owner of the property that abuts the subject street
vacation to the south. The other abutting property owner is the City of Allentown. The reason for the
vacation is to permit the extension of the Cosmopolitan’s liquor license into the right-of-way of Court
Street for outdoor dining. No development has been proposed.

Court Street is improved between North 6th Street and North Church Street however, the eastern
portion of Court Street at its intersection with North 6th Street has been closed to traffic.

Four (4) other properties front on the remaining portion of Court Street including the Sovereign
building, a parking garage owned by the Allentown Parking Authority, and a proposed open space
area associated with the development of City Center 4. These properties will continue to have
access via Court Street (westward) and North Church Street.

The vacation of this portion of Court Street will cause the remaining portion to be a dead end street.
However, in effect, that condition has existed since the eastern end of Court Street has been closed

The Fire Department does not object to the vacation.

RECOMMENDATION:

Although the street vacation as proposed will result in the inability of several properties west of the
subject street vacation to access North 6th Street, this condition has effectively existed over the past
several years with the closure of the eastern end of Court Street. Based on this and the above
findings, this office does not object to the vacation.

WHEREAS, Carolyn Kaercher, the property owner, is requesting an encroachment to
install steps in the public right-of-way at 726 South Hall Street, which was denied by the Administration as it
encroaches more than one third (1/3) into the right-of-way; and

substantially impact the public-right-or-way.

Encroachment: Sign at 707 North 4t Street

Resolved by the Council of the City of Allentown, That

WHEREAS, Article 903.02, of the Codified Ordinances of the City of Allentown, relating to
Permanent Obstructions, specifies the criterion and the conditions under which permissible encroachments
such as steps, porches, planters, fences, building projections, and service structures shall be permitted in
the public-right-of-way; and

WHEREAS, permissible encroachments may not exceed 1/3 of the sidewalk area
measured from the property line and may not reduce the width of the abutting sidewalk to less than five
feet; and

WHEREAS, such encroachments shall not impede or endanger the free flow of pedestrian
or vehicular traffic; adversely affect the passage of light or air to adjoining properties; adversely affect in
any other manner the health, safety or welfare of adjoining property owners or the public in general; or
represent a significant variance from the number or size of encroachments existing in the immediate block
area; and

WHEREAS, permanent obstructions not permitted under the above criterion or approved
by the Bureau of Building and Standards, may be permitted upon the expressed approval of Council in the
form of a resolution; and

WHEREAS, Allentown Heights Association, the property owner as listed on the attached
application, is requesting an encroachment to install a sign in the public right-of-way at 707 North 4t Street,
which was denied by the Administration as it encroaches more than one third (1/3) into the right-of-way;
and

WHEREAS, Allentown City Council finds that the proposed encroachment will not
substantially impact the public-right-or-way.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Council of the City of Allecntown approves
said encroachment and directs the Mayor to enter into an agreement on behalf of the City allowing the
encroachment.
