General notice of the Community Relations Plan, and the Cleanup Plan and Remedial Alternatives Analysis will be advertised in English in The Morning Call newspaper and in Spanish in La Voz Latina newspaper.  Following publication in The Morning Call and La Voz Latina, a thirty day public comment period will commence.  Throughout this process, any questions may be directed to:

If more than twelve written inquiries are generated by the publication of the General Notice, a public meeting will be held near the site.  The City will promote this public meeting with the distribution of bilingual flyers (in English and Spanish) throughout the neighboring community.  (The community is bilingual and flyers will be critical to inviting the entire public to the meeting.)  Residents and businesses located along N. Front Street between Tilghman Street and Hamilton Street will be the main target audience due to their proximity to the site. Flyers will also be distributed at churches and through local community groups.  Meeting announcements will be sent electronically to neighborhood groups and through the City’s email distribution list which reaches almost 1,000 individuals.
If not all questions are answered during the public meeting, or if the public’s high level of interest in any aspects of the project requires a second meeting, such will be organized at a different date and time to accommodate citizen’s varying schedules.  An interpreter will be available at the meeting(s) to assist Spanish-speakers so that the City is able to fulfill its Environmental Justice objective of informing, engaging, and involving all citizens impacted by site conditions, clean up activities, and ultimate land use changes in their neighborhood.
Information repositories will then be set up at these locations:

1. Allentown City Hall, located at 435 Hamilton Street, Allentown, PA 18101. Phone Number 610-439-5964.  Information will be publically available between 8:00 am and 4:30 pm.
2. Allentown Public Library, located at 1210 W Hamilton St, Allentown, PA 18102.  Phone Number: 610-820-2400.  Hours of operation are Monday-Thursday 9 am -9pm, Friday 9am – 6pm, and Saturday 9am – 5pm.
The complete plan will also be available as a downloadable file on the City of Allentown web site.
The Community Relations Plan will be translated into Spanish.  In addition, a summary of the proposed clean up actions will be made available in Spanish, and will also be added to the Final Cleanup Plan and/or public announcements to facilitate review by all interested parties.  All documentation in Spanish will be available for review at the two locations listed above.
A direct mail piece (in English and Spanish) will be sent to several public interest groups with notification of the public meeting and a draft of the Cleanup Plan and the Analysis of Brownfields Cleanup Alternatives.  These organizations include:
· Allentown Environmental Advisory Council: Group dedicated to the preservation of the environment in the City of Allentown.
· Allentown Preservation League:  The League is dedicated to focusing attention on the architectural heritage of the City of Allentown.
· Allentown School District.
· Community Action Committee of Lehigh Valley:  Organization committed to improving the quality of life in the Lehigh Valley.
· Lehigh County Historical Society:  Operator of the Lehigh County Heritage Museum and keeper of Lehigh County historical Information.
· Lehigh Valley Planning Commission:  The Lehigh Valley Planning Commission was formed by Lehigh and Northampton counties to create a comprehensive plan to guide orderly growth in Lehigh and Northampton counties.
All public comments to the general notice and/or the public meeting(s) will be documented and directed to the appropriate individual or agency for response. All communication regarding any comment will be documented and made public at the aforementioned facilities until a resolution is found.
All inquiries and their results, and comments from the public meeting(s), will be shared with the Director of Community and Economic Development, the Planning Director, and other City officials, and the Executive Director of the Allentown Commercial and Industrial Development Authority for consideration in the clean up process, as appropriate, and the redevelopment plans of the site.
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
