1. Introduction 

The City of Allentown has prepared a Five-Year Consolidated Plan for the Years 2015 through 2019 in 

order to strategically implement federal programs that fund housing, community development and 

economic development activities within the City. Through a collaborative planning process that involved 

a broad range of public and private agencies, the City developed a single, consolidated planning and 

application document for the use of federal entitlement funds available through the Community 

Development Block Grant (CDBG) and HOME Investment Partnerships (HOME) Programs. The City  will 

submit this 2015-2019 Consolidated and 2015 Annual Action Plan to the U. S. Department of Housing 

and Urban Development (HUD) on May 15, 2015. 

Provide a concise summary of the jurisdiction’s activities to enhance coordination between 

public and assisted housing providers and private and governmental health, mental health 

and service agencies (91.215(I)). 

The City engaged in an extensive consultation process with the community, local public agencies, and 

nonprofit organizations in an effort to develop a community-driven Consolidated Plan.  From March 12 

through April 1, a survey questionnaire was placed on the City's website and distributed to local service 

providers, and advertised for public input.  A summary of the interviews and focus group sessions is 

included in Citizen Participation Appendix to this plan. 

In addition, the City held three Focus Group meetings to identify the affordable housing and community 

development needs for low-moderate income persons and households, as well as persons with special 

needs such as disabilities, substance abuse, mental illness, HIV/AIDS and the elderly.  The meetings held 

on March 25 and March 26 included the following topics:

The City and regional service providers acknowledged that the area most in need of CDBG and HOME 

funds was downtown Allentown, primarily encompassed by the Center City Initiative Area.

For the past decade, there has been a federal funding requirement that communities and organizations 

formally work together to develop a "Continuum of Care'' (CoC) process to address homelessness at all 

levels. Since 2005, the City of Allentown has participated in the regional CoC process led by the 

Allentown/Northeast PA Regional Homeless Advisory Board (RHAB). The Eastern PA CoC Process is one 

of two regional efforts created to encompass non-entitlement portions of the state in order to receive 

homeless assistance from HUD. Within the region, the Lehigh Valley RHAB encompasses Lehigh and 

Northampton Counties, the cities of Allentown, Bethlehem and Easton.   The Lehigh Valley RHAB CofC 

has helped secure $4 million in competitive federal grants for the region to provide homeless housing 

and support services during its existence. 

The Eastern Pennsylvania CofC (of which LV RHAB is a member) is currently an unincorporated 

organization that serves as the primary decision-making group for the CoC process. Its responsibilities 

include ensuring representation of key stakeholders; setting  the  agenda  for  full  CoC  planning 

meetings; conducting the annual  homeless  single  Point-in-Time  count;  overseeing the various 

subcommittees and working groups; completing the annual  CoC application; and assisting in reviewing 

programs,  activities,  data,  and  all  other  efforts that will eliminate homelessness and improve 

the  well-being  of  homeless  persons and families in the northeast region. The City of Allentown is 

participates with the Continuum of Care in their efforts to address the needs of homeless persons.

Its responsibilities also include 

ensuring representation of key stakeholders; setting  the  agenda  for  full  CoC  planning meetings; 

conducting the annual  homeless  single  Point-in-Time  count;  overseeing the various subcommittees 

and working groups; completing the annual  CoC application; and assisting in reviewing 

programs,  activities,  data,  and  all  other  efforts that will eliminate homelessness and improve 

the  well-being  of  homeless  persons and families in the northeast region. 
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Currently, representatives of 50 state, local, and county government agencies, nonprofit homeless and 

housing providers, and for-profit organizations meet on a monthly basis to address the issues of 

homelessness in the Lehigh Valley Region as members of LVRHAB.  The City of Allentown is among those 

interested parties. 

The City of Allentown's HUD Grants Manager plays an active role in the LVRHAB, having served as co-

chair for several years and now finishing a three year term as secretary.  At the April 14, 2015 RHAB 

meeting, the City of Allentown presented their proposal for use of ESG funds, along with sharing the 

draft of the Consolidated Plan and One Year Action Plan.  The members of the LVRHAB voted to support 

these proposals.  Many of the LVRHAB members receive ESG funds from the City and participate in the 

City's planning processes for the use of these funds.  Having an active regional homeless advisory board 

allows Allentown and its neighboring communities a monthly opportunity to address homelessness 

issues which affect the region.

The Department of Community and Economic Development provide funds 

through Federal and State programs. The Housing Finance Agency provides below-market interest rate 

mortgage financing and the allocation of low income rental housing tax credit financing. 

Lehigh County - The City of Allentown works closely with  Lehigh County’s Department of Community 

and Economic Development (DCED) to coordinate services and projects funded by both agencies.  The 

DCEO focuses on enhancing the quality of life in all the County's communities by concentrating on the

The city's 

nonprofit development organizations can be labeled as "specialized" organizations because they focus 

on fulfilling a small role in the larger picture of delivering affordable housing in a region with great need.

The   goals   and   strategies for  the   FY  2015-2019 Five Year Consolidated Plan and the 2015   Annual    Action    Plan  were   developed in 

conjunction with  a coordinated  public and  stakeholder outreach process.    Citizen   participation  was encouraged through 

participation  in  the  public  hearings and  review   of  the  Plan  during the   display  period.    Citizens were   made   aware   of the   process   and 

opportunity to comment on the plan through newspaper advertisements, public hearings, surveys, and focus group meetings. 

Applications for funding were sought from members of the community.  Outreach was provided through communication with  service 

organizations that serve  low income residents in  the  areas  where  funds  would   be  spent including the  target area, minority and non-English 

speaking persons, and residents of assisted  housing. 

On January 27, 2015 public hearings were held at 10:00 am and 5:30 pm.  The hearings were held in City Council   Chambers, City Hall, 435 

Hamilton Street, Allentown, PA.      A copy of the sign –in sheets and notices are included in the Citizen Participation Appendice.. 

Applications for funds were accepted on February 6, 2015.   During the week of February 23 to February 27, 2015, Proposal Review Week was 

held.  A panel  of four City   staff reviewed over  40  applications for  funding and  during proposal review  week,  all  agencies 

applying  for   funds   met   with   the   panelists  to   explain  their  proposals  and  answer questions about the challenges and needs of the 

residents they serve.  These meetings were open to the public, although no additional persons attended.
