repare your home by doing the following: stop mail/newspaper, put lights/tv/stereo on a timer, ask neighbor to check your
ouse, mow grass, put trash in front of house, occasionally park in your driveway, ask your local police dept. for vacation checks.

>repare yourself...When you pack: make copies of passport and important documents-give a copy to family, bring enough pre-
scriptions in original bottle... At the hotel: check your baggage if you can't get your room immediately, don’t enter the room if the
door is ajar, locate fire exits/extinguishers, do not answer the door without knowing who is there, check your belongings daily so
fou will know if something is missing, report any suspicious people in hall or parking garage.

1ame, address and telephone number of hotel, avoid advertising you are a tourist by the way your dress.

Tips for Children: walk with a friend, tell people where you are going, be home at the agreed time, never go with strangers.

ATTENTION ANIMAL OWNERS ...Here are a few of the City's Animal Control Ordinances

*  Pet owners must pick up all animal droppings on their property daily and dispose of it in a sanitary manner. All yards, pens and
structures where animals are kept must be cleaned daily to prevent odors and other public nuisances.
Anytime you walk your animal off your property you must remove droppings immediately. Carry appropriate supplies with you.

*  All domestic animals, including cats, are prohibited from running at large within the city. All animals in any public area/property must
be on a leash less than 6 feet long which is held by a person in control of the animal.

* Pet owners must prevent their pets from excessive barking, crying or making annoying noise. Making noise continuously for 10
minutes or intermittently for ¥z hour is a violation.

All dogs and cats older than 3 months must have a current rabies vaccination. Dogs must have a cument license.
For cat owners — violators can be fined up to $1,000 if found guilty of allowing their cat to run at-large.

Blackberry Cobbler Prep: 25 min. Bake: 30 min. Yield: 9 Servings

3 cups fresh or frozen blackberries 1 cup sugar ¥ tsp. ground cinnamon 3 Tbsp. cornstarch 1 cup cold water 1 Tbsp. butter
iscuit Topping: 1 % cups all-purpose flour 1 Tbspn. sugar 1 Y3 tsp. baking powder % tsp. salt % cup cold butter
%2 cup 2% milk whipped topping or vanilla ice cream, optional

In a large saucepan, combine the blackberries, sugar and cinnamon. Cook and stir until mixture comes to a boil. Combine the cornstarch and
water until smooth, stir into fruit mixture. Bring to a boil, cook and stir for 2 minutes or until thickened. Pour into a greased 8-in. square baking
dish. Dot with butter.

For topping, in a small bowl, combine the flour, sugar, baking powder and salt. Cut in butter until mixture resembles coarse crumbs. Stir in milk
ust until meistened. Drop by tablespoonfuls onto hot berry mixture.

3ake uncovered, at 350° for 30-35 minutes or until filling is bubbly, and topping is golden brown. Serve warm with whipped topping or ice cream.
