Third Saturday of every month from 9:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. at the Allentown Yard Waste
Site located at Oxford Drive and Fish Hatchery Road. Items accepted : computers, key-
boards, monitors, electronics, printers, scanners, laptops and televisions (one projection TV
or two regular TVs per car per day) PLEASE NOTE: Electronics may no longer be placed
at the curb for collection. Sweep tickets are being issued for electronics left at the curb.
Pet Owners — don’t forget to pick up your animal droppings while walking or on your
property daily.

As a reminder, if you call “something” in to the APD, and you know the address
you are calling about is a rental, you MUST also state “DISRUPTIVE CON-
DUCT?. If a rental property in the City of Allentown receives 3 disruptive con-
duct reports within a year, the tenant must be evicted. This only applies if the po-
lice report is noted “Disruptive Conduct”.
