Important Information about Cell Phone Usage

Effective now, no person shall use a mobile phone or wireless communication device in
any way, including for voice communication, messaging or emailing: a. while operating
a motor vehicle on any Street within the City; b. while using a skateboard, scooter,
inline skates or bicycle on any Street within the City. Exceptions: a. persons using a
hands-free device; b. using a mobile telephone to call “911” in an emergency; c. using a
mobile phone while parked in a parking spot and not in gear. For the official ordi-
nance, please visit www.allentownpa.gov Please be smart and obey the law!

March Meeting Minutes

The guest speaker in March was the mayor. In his fiscal statement, he noted that this is
the 5th year with no property tax increase. In terms of public safety, Mayor Pawlowski
noted that we have 19 new police officers and that the city has expanded the camera pro-
gram; each new camera typically yields a 20% reduction in crime! Perhaps the most nota-
ble portion of his presentation was in regards to our city’s economic development—the
bridge connecting American Parkway is going to be built, the theatre district is being re-
developed and a train network is in the works for the Lehigh Valley.
