At our October LANA meeting, Allentown Police Captain Gail Struss warned us about break-ins to
garages and unlocked cars, usually afternoon and evening, taking lawn equipment and leaf
blowers, anything that can be exchanged.

The West End has experienced a number of daytime burglaries; not in our area yet. Homes have
been ransacked, with drawers dumped, jewelry and electronics stolen. It is devastating for the
residents.

Captain Struss added: "If you see someone who does not belong and their behavior is suspicious,
call the police. The fact you have never seen a person before in your neighborhood in and of
itself is not suspicious. They would have to be doing something that makes you think something
justisn't right.

For example: if a neighbor who had never seen a person before saw him loitering on a corner
that people don't normally stand on, and when the neighbor approached him he obviously
turned away from him so he couldn't see his face, all of those things put together make the
person suspicious. It doesn't matter what race they are. | would recommend calling the non-
emergency number 610-437-7751 instead of 911 unless it is a real emergency."
