The Allentown Fire Academy runs 
from January to February to July. It 
is approximately 20 weeks long and 
includes over 800 hours of training. 

The fire academy will begin with EMT 
(emergency medical technician) the 
course is accelerated and lasts 5 weeks.  

Upon Completion of EMT and Hazmat 
Awareness recruits will begin fire sup-
pression classes and certified in FF1 and 
FF2.  

Following several burns, recruits will take 
rescue classes including rope, vehicle and 
technical rescue training.  

Recruits will then move onto hazmat 
training followed by driver operator train-
ing certification on EMS vehicles, Pumper 
and Aerial trucks. 

Recruits then move onto firefighter sur-
vival and Rapid Invention Team training. 

Last, following additional burn sessions, 
recruits will participate in putting all the 
cumulative skills learned in the academy 
to work in real life scenarios simulating 
the daily operations of the fire and res-
cue service designated as Real World 
Operations. 

 

Most of the Fire Academy courses are ac-
credited through Pennsylvania State Fire 
Academy, Bucks County Community Col-
lege, Pennsylvania Department of Health, 
Pennsylvania Fish and PA Fish and Boat 
Commission.
